One-sided Argumentative Essay Guidelines
1.
Research a controversial topic that interests you.

2.
Decide on a stance.

3.
Select 6-10 of the strongest arguments, making sure that they are distinctly separate points.
4.
Rank the points in order (1=strongest … 10= weakest point)
5.
Short introduction:

· clear stance

· clear topic

· 3rd person narrative; formal style (Don’t use “I” ; Don’t self-consciously refer to “essay” etc)

· no points

6.
Main body : 6-10 extended paragraphs:
· one point per paragraph

· each point developed into an extended paragraph with examples, explanation, and a minimum of one rhetorical technique

· start with the weakest … finish with the strongest, to build up a sense of power and momentum

7.
Short conclusion:

· sum up

· re-state your stance

· no new information
