POINT - Early in the play, Miller uses the incident in Brooklyn with Vinnie Bolzano to highlight the community’s reaction to the difference between the law and justice. 

EVIDENCE - Eddie relates the story of Vinnie’s betrayal of a family member by “snitching” to the immigration department and details the dreadful consequences of his actions. Not only did Vinnie’s family reject his actions by throwing him out on the street and “spit[ting] on him”, but the “whole neighbourhood was cryin’”. 

ANALYSIS - Miller uses this incident to highlight the Italian community’s belief in the importance of family honour and justice over the law of the land. By clearly showing the reader that life in the Italian community does not rely on the law, Miller highlights the moral of commitment and family honour.
