Writing a body paragraph/ incorporating quotes
When writing a body paragraph for a literary essay it is a skill to:

1. Write a clear topic sentence

2. Explain your main idea in some depth and detail

3. Incorporate quotes correctly

4. Provide an appropriate concluding/linking sentence

Look at the following, which uses Balzac as an example:

The essay is about important themes in the novel.

Re-education is one of the most important themes in the novel as it can be applied on many different levels. Luo and the narrator are two “city youths” (p3) who are sent to the countryside for re-education. Their re-education seems to consist largely of having “to carry buckets of shit” (p14) on their backs. In reality, the boys also learn about Western culture from the suitcase of books where “Western writers welcomed” them “with open arms” (p93). On a third level, the Little Seamstress is also exposed to the same new ideas, until “the lovely, unsophisticated mountain girl” she was, “vanished without a trace” (p167). Re-education, while having both positive and negative connotations, indisputably allows the characters’ individual growth.  
The next paragraph would deal with the theme of individual growth.
