	Paragraph 1
Write a topic sentence which outlines ONE MAIN ARGUMENT FOR your proposition 
Provide an example to support your argument

Try to use some of the following techniques:

Statistics/scientific evidence

Appeal to authority figures

Rhetorical Question

Triple (rule of 3)

Repetition



	
	Paragraph 2
Write a topic sentence which outlines An OPPOSING  ARGUMENT
Provide an example to support this
Explain why the first argument is more compelling –

Remember to use ‘even if’.
