Sicilian code

He killed my children

Family
My wife, My wife, I want to send to her 20 dollars

Masculinity

Marco goes around like a real man.  No one kids Marco.

Love

S.D. – He goes to Eddie offering his hand (in act 1)

Law and Justice

All the law is not in a book

2.  Catalyst

You killed my children (the Sicilian desire for revenge)

Like a glare of warning into a smile of triumph

SD- Marco spits into Eddie’s face

3.  Character foil

Square built peasant of 32, suspicious, tender quiet voice

How come he’s so dark and he’s so light

He sings, he cooks and can make dresses

He’s a regular bull

The blonde one though he has a sense of humour

5.  Builds sympathy/empathy

What work do you do, whatever it is anything

That one he killed my children, he stole food from my children’s mouth

The older one, he’s sick in the chest

6.  Resolves conflict

Can you lift this chair?

SD- Marco rises

7.  Foreshadows

SD-Chair raised like a weapon over Eddie’s head
